Some families have moved 
away to seek jobs elsewhere while others remain and face increased poverty. The school     
becomes very important for the children affected giving them a focus and stability during 
these hard times. 

  
Fundraising continues to be a challenge for the Loldia School Fund. However Loldia 
School has been extremely fortunate to be the recipient of many  fantastic fundraising  
efforts this year. Donna Airey climbed Kilimanjaro in freezing conditions reaching the  
summit to raise a substantial amount for the school whilst a wonderful donation from the 
Lubert family enabled Loldia School to purchase books, desks and carry out essential  
repairs to the primary and nursery schools. Ian Mcgrouther, Loldia School Fund trustee  
generously funded and oversaw the building of the new toilet block and nursery school 
classrooms. And not forgetting, Loldiaôs eight Royal Parks Half Marathon runners, who 
battled a 13.1 mile course on a cold autumnal day to raise over £7,500!
